Baptism and Confirmation 
Whether for a child or for yourself, we will visit you at home, 
talk you through the whole process and ensure you have all 
the information and preparation you need.  
 
For confirmation, we will usually invite you to a preparation 

course with others who wish to confirm their Christian faith. Please Contact 
Revd Nicki Bullivant on 07936 787409 for more information on either 
baptism or confirmation. 
 
Marriage 
Congratulations if you are thinking about marriage! We’ll be able to talk to 
you about this, from the legal preliminaries required through to arranging a 
date for your wedding.

Funerals 
Ministers conduct funerals at any of the three Parish Churches or the 
crematorium. Please make initial contact via the funeral director and the 
Minister will then visit you to plan for the service. Bereaved families will be 
invited to the annual All Souls Service, when loved ones are remembered, 
candles lit in their memory, and all are prayed for. 
 
Church Pastoral Care Team

    Wellbeing & Community   

 
 

Revd Nicki Bullivant is developing projects such as targeted courses, Pilates in 
Church and Bereavement Support to help people in our parish.  She works 
closely with Sedbury Space, our thriving community hub and we hold regular 
Parish Coffee Mornings and Parish Lunches. 
 
The Aim is to promote human flourishing - social, physical, psychological and 
spiritual - seeing faith as part of the wellbeing of the whole person. 
 
The Beneficiaries are parents, youth and children and those overlooked in 
communities or affected by rural isolation. 
 
The Objectives are to facilitate Post Covid recovery for individuals, church 
and community; to nurture faith, giving individuals a sense of belonging, 
vocation, wholeness and wellbeing; to develop St Luke’s reordered space as a 
resource hub for wellbeing within the Parish and wider Deanery. 
 
There is now a ‘Little Larder’ in St Luke’s porch to help people in today’s 
difficult financial times.  We are constantly looking at ways to help our 
community.

  Children, young people and families are a Parish priority. 
 
We enjoy seeing our young immersed in the love of God, for them to grow in 
personal faith and use their faith in everyday life.  We are also committed to 
supporting families as they juggle the demands of daily life. 
 
St Luke Tutshill has an active Sunday School (SPLASH) and crèche facilities for 
the very young. The Family Service, where all the family worship together, is 
on the first Sunday of each month at 11.00am.  Our Youth group is also 
actively involved in services and have their opportunities to engage with their 
peers and with their faith. 
 
The Parish employs a professional Children, Youth and Families Missioner, 
Emma Durbin, who works with the Vicar and volunteers to nurture our 
younger members and families in the Christian faith.  We are also closely 
linked to Sedbury Space, a dynamic hub supporting the local community, 
young and old.
